1 On page 51, strike out lines 13 and 14 and insert in 

2 lieu thereof the following: "any practices ordinarily per- 

3 formed by or for a farmer as an incident to such farming, 

4 including harvesting, packing, storing, or preparing for mar- 

5 ket, in the raw or natural state, any products derived from 

6 any of the above agricultural pursuits." 
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
